CONFIGURATIONS

The S4 Screen & Shade system

Single | A single screen that extends
from one side of the frame and covers the
full width of the opening.

Double | Two screens or blinds
(in the same fabric), which meet at any
point along the opening.

Combination | A combination of two
fabric types — both covering the full
width, such as a screen from the left and
a blind from the right.

Corner | Two screens or blinds
(in the same fabric), meet at a 90-degree
angle for post-less corner openings.

Jambless OX or XO | A single
screen that extends from the left or right
side* of frame to cover the opening with

INSECT SCREEN OPTIONS
